WHAT IS SCOPING

An early and open process for determining the issues to be
addressed in the EIS and identifying the significant issues
related to proposed actions

An important and required part of the EIS process

A process for the FAA to identify available technical
information

PURPOSE OF SCOPING

Scoping provides the opportunity to solicit input from those
interested and affected parties to:
Identify significant environmental issues to be analyzed
Identify and eliminate insignificant issues
Identify alternatives

Set the temporal and geographic boundaries of the EIS

Identify other environmental processes occurring

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PURPOSE OF THE EIS

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires
consideration of the environmental consequences of a federal
action before the action is taken

An EIS is prepared when a significant environmental impact
may occur

Provides an in-depth review of the environmental impacts for
the proposed actions and alternatives to those actions

Provides disclosure of the alternatives, impacts, and mitigations
to the public and decision maker

EIS CONTENT

The EIS will consist of the following key chapters:

Purpose and need
Alternatives - including the proposed actions
Affected environment

Environmental consequences of the proposed actions and
feasible and prudent alternatives

Mitigation measures




PROPOSED ACTIONS

Improvements to the Runway Safety Area (RSA)
Installation of an Approach Light System
Construction of a Parallel Taxiway Extension
Relocation of the Airport Seaplane Pullout

Repairs and Improvements to the Airport Seawall

PURPOSE AND NEED FOR PROPOSED ACTIONS
To provide runway safety areas which meet current FAA
guidance

To reduce the potential for runway incursions and thus improve
the safety and efficiency of aircraft operations at the Airport

To improve the ability of aircraft to land and/or takeoff during
inclement weather conditions

To maintain structural integrity of the runway
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ALTERNATIVES TO BE CONSIDERED

Alternatives to each of the Proposed Actions will be considered during
the EIS process. Feasible and prudent alternatives will be carried forward
in the EIS. Alternatives that will be considered include:

Alternatives for improving Runway Safety Areas (Standard vs. Non-
Standard)
Alternatives for reducing runway incursions

Alternative improvements to enable the Airport to be used during
poor weather

Seawall repair and improved runway structural integrity alternatives

No Action (Do Nothing) Alternative
